• At the first World Series, in 1903, the Boston Americans

defeated the Pittsburgh Pirates five games to three.
• American League teams have claimed the most World

Series championships.
• With a wind chill of 18 degrees and snow flurries flying,

Cleveland hosted the coldest Series game on record
in 1997.

• The temperature soared to 103 degrees at Los Angeles’
Dodger Stadium in 2017, the hottest game on record.

• Awarded since 1967, the sterling silver Commissioner’s
Trophy is 24 inches tall and weighs 30 pounds. It features
30 metal flags representing every MLB team.

• Handing out rings to the winning team’s players and
coaches became an annual tradition in the 1930s.

• The New York Yankees have won the most World Series
titles, 27 in all.

• At 18 innings and 7 hours, 20 minutes, Game 3 in 2018
was the longest in Series history. The Los Angeles
Dodgers beat the Boston Red Sox in that duel, but the
Sox went on to win the championship.

• In 1956, New York Yankee Don Larsen pitched the only
perfect game in a World Series.

• The Series has been canceled twice: in 1904, due to an
intense rivalry between the American League and
National League, and in 1994, because of a
players’ strike.
